The Alr Force made the stale-
ment Friday in reply 1o Dr, James
S McDonald of the University of
AWona, who denounced bulding
ICBM launching sites near, major
pnpitiation cenlers.

McDonald said this creales
primie targets for enemy attacks
and lalloul from nuclene aelona-
tions would endanger the popula-
tions of neachy vities.

“It is our firm belicl that the
dispersal of the Jaunch siles 20 to
40 miles fyrom the main supporl
base will nat materially increase
the potential of any one localion
as r targe!,” an Air Foree spokos-
man said.

Referring  to  supzestlons  that
launcling sites he locnied far fram

populated regions, the spokesman
safd several [faclors, w¢luding
moncy, are involved,

“if. must he noled," he said,
“that the coustruction of compleie-
Iy new, sell-sufficient missile fa-
cilities In such arvas as isolated )|
sections of the Racky Mouniains
would not be [easible in terms of
initinl cosls, lime of conslruction,
high costs of supporl facilities and
other factors.”
