BURIED ALIVE

‘T Thou

“} thought 1 would die before
they found me,” said Ruben
Robles from his hespital bed
last night.

Robles, listed in fair condi- -
tion at Tucson Medical Center,
was buried alive yesterday
afterncon in a graveliice trench
undar several hundred pounds
of caliche. Me suffered bick
and chest injuries.

‘The Zi-year-old Tucson plumb-
er's heiper was down on his
knees in the trench preparing to
lay a sewer pipe when the
caliche suddenly fell on top of
him. Robles remaired buried
for -almost an hour before his
plight was discovered by other
workers on  the construction
home site at 5555 S. Wilshire
Dr.

Jess McKenzie, 44, of 501 E
Jacinto 8t., was inside the house
with other workers when the ac-
cident cccurred. When he came
out he noticed the lower part
of Robles' body sticking oot
from under a large plece of
caliche in the ditch.

McKenzie and two other work-
men <ug for a halt hour, break-
ing Uie hard caliche and remov-
ing- other dirt- before Robles
could be freed, The frantic res-
cuers used planks, shovels, and -
their bare hands to dig Robles
out of the debris.

The victim was buried face
down in ditch he had dug, 3
feet wide and 5 feel deep. When
he struggled to- free himself, he
found he could only move his
left arm. ;

“I knew the others were in-
side the house," he said, “but
1 thought I Would die before
-they found me."

With his free hand Robles
clawed a small ing to the'
oulside, enabling him to breathe.
But when he’ tried to yell for
help his mouth filled .with dirt

and ft choked him.
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
