UA Phy sicist Protests
Action To Halt UFO Talk

BOSTON (UPI) Univer-
sity of. Arizona physicist James
E. McDonald protested against
an attempt to get Vice President
Spiro Agnew to intervene in sci-
entific discussions here on un-
identified flying objects
(UFOS).

McDonald, a member of the
Institute of Atmospheric Phys-
ics in Tucson, said he would
‘““definitely protest” the attempt
by Dr. E. U. Condon of the Uni-
versity of Colorado to convince
Agnew to stop the UFO dis-
cussion.

A symposmm on UFOs took
place Saturday as part of the
American Association for the
Advancement  of  Science
(AAAS) annual conference, des-
pite Condon’s appeal to Agnew

to help Keep ‘“such nonsense’
off the program.

Condon, whose 3-man com-
mittee produced the massive re-
port advising the Air Force to
drop its UFO investigations,
said it would signity UFOs to
discuss them at the scientific,

McDoenald, in a statement
telephoned from Washington,
said Condon’s actions were ‘‘sci-
entifically shocking and un-
precedented.”

“It seems to me a trans-
parent effort to suppress sci-
entific criticism of the content
and the conclusions of his own
Air  Force-sponsored  UFO
study,”” McDonald continued.
“Condon deserves the strongest
of scientific censure for this at-
tempt to stop that symposium
and I shall definitely protest
via AAAS channels.”

Condon, reached in Denver,
said he was ‘totally surpised”
by McDonald’s objection to his
action, but declined further com-
ment.
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
